SFX-
Opening Package) (she looks inside the crate, and then looks out
toward the audience, shocked) Oh, oh, no!

(Starfish members Lily, Coco, and Catcher walk by)

(noticing Icelyn’s reaction) Are you okay?

(offering a fake smile) Yes! Everything’s great! (looking disturbed
as she pulls a carrot and wet scarf out of the box) I just felt like...

Dripping Scarf) dripping . . . wet ... scarf.
